Tri State Music Festival

Eligible students will have the
opportunity to attend Tri State
Music Festival. We will be
participating in the solo and
ensemble competitions. The
contest will be held in Enid, OK
on May 2™ and 3. Enrollment
forms will be sent home with
students who have been
practicing and are demon-
strating good musicianship. The
deadline to enter is Feb. 22",
Please see page 2 for more
information.

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Tri State is held in Enid, Oklahoma each spring. The venues are in various buildings
around the downtown area. In the past we have had all wind (brass & woodwind) players
in one building and the percussionists in another. Elementary school students will
compete on Wed, May 2nd. Students in sixth grade or higher attend the following day,

Thu, May 3rd.

This is not a required event and only those students who maintain their practice schedule
and demonstrate the skills required to succeed will be allowed to enter. If you have any
concerns regarding your child’s readiness to participate, please call me.

We will need parents to drive participants to and from Enid. The exact performance
schedule will not be known until about a week prior to the event. The festival begins at
'8:00 a.m. (I will request that we not be scheduled quite that early but | cannot guarantee
anything) and runs until about 3:00. It takes 90 minutes to get to Enid, so drivers should
leave about 2 hours before the first event they are to attend. Students will be excused for
the entire day. Students should bring lunch money. Parents/chaperones/drivers will
decide where to have lunch. There are many places near by. | will provide maps, etc.
when the schedules become available. Students and parents should also take some time
to listen to other performers and bands while they are at Tri State.

I strongly encourage all interested students to take a solo. They no longer require
instrumental solos to be memorized, however, you will not be considered for
“Outstanding Soloist” unless you perform your piece from memory. I will choose (or
approve) all music. The festival has certain standards and the judges have certain
expectations regarding the music. Most solos require accompaniment. Rather than pay
for a pianist, | have several solo accompaniments available on CD for a fee of $5.00
each. You may, of course, use a live accompanist if you wish. All rooms will have a piano
but we must bring our own CD players.

Students may also participate in a duet or small ensemble. | must approve of all
ensembles and instrument combinations (instrumentation), since | will be choosing the
music. Students enrolling in an ensemble must be committed to learning their part and
may have to, occasionally, stay after school to rehearse with their partners. We will only
spend a small part of our class time rehearsing Tri State music, since not all students will
be attending. Before you enroll in an ensemble, be sure all members have their parent’s
permission and that | have approved your instrumentation. Be sure all members turn in
their forms and fees on time.

Tri State Enroliment Fees: Each solo is $12.00
Each ensemble is $5.00 per member

Students should not enter more than two events. All entry forms and fees must be turned
in by Wed. Feb 22, Checks should be made payable to your school.
We do not have to choose the music yet, but the deadline to enter is soon!
